2015 IVFA CONVENTION

1. Offer and Acceptance. Submission of the 2015 Vendor's Agreement form attached hereto, along with a
50% non-refundable deposit.

2. Arrangements of Exhibits. Exhibit must be arranged by Vendor so it does not obstruct the general view 1
of other exhibits. Convention 2015 reserves the right to prohibit an exhibit or part of an exhibit that, in its :
sole judgment, it deems inappropriate.

3. Soliciting. \endors are prohibited from distributing literature, souvenirs, or other items from outside the
boundaries of their assigned booth, except for material handed out at events the Vendor is sponsoring.

4. Remedies. If Vendor fails to make any payment or otherwise breaches any part of the Agreement, :
Convention 2015 has the right to pursue (without further notice) any one or more of the following a
remedies: (1) cancel the Agreement in whole or in part; (2) evict Vendor from any or all of the space being :
occupied; and/or (3) exercise any other remedy available by law. Upon cancellation of the Agreement, g
Convention 2015 may (without prejudice to any other available remedy) offer \endor's space to any other I
exhibitor, or use such space in any other manner, without any obligation to \Vendor.

5. Liability. The Indiana Volunteer Firefighters Association (“IVFA”), including Convention 2015 4
representatives, will not be responsible for any injury, loss, or damage that may occur to Vendor's 1
employees, visitors, or property, from any cause whatsoever.
