The Bridgeport program began through the generosity of
the Bridgeport Fire Department after liquidating their assets.
Your Association was asked to administer the program,
which sponsors three $1,500 Scholarships each year, to be
awarded to volunteer firefighters, their spouses or children.

Each applicant must first fill out a scholarship form and
submit it to their Bridgeport Scholarship committee by the
deadline of March 1st each year. This benefit is available to
members in good standing having paid their dues for three
consecutive years and with the last year, being paid on time.

Each Scholarship may be used at the college of the
recipient’s choice.

The Association also supports this program through the
special recognition license plate program in the form of a
three (3) dollar fee that is used to maintain the program for the
long run.

Also, there is a $3,000 death benefit paid to the beneficiary
of an active member killed while on an emergency response
(autopsy required and testing for drugs and alcohol.)

— Select a space heater with a guard around the flame area or heating
element. Place the heater on a level, hard and nonflammable surface, not on
rugs or carpets or near bedding or drapes. Keep the heater at least three feet
from bedding, drapes, furniture, or other flammable materials.

— Choose a space heater that has been tested and certified by a nationally
recognized testing laboratory. These heaters meet specific safety standards.

— Keep doors open to the rest of the house if you are using an unvented
fuel-burning space heater. This helps prevent pollutant build-up and
promotes proper combustion. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions to
provide sufficient combustion air to prevent CO production.

Little is ever said by the radio stations, the
TV stations or the newspapers of the heroics performed by the same family of
protectors. Most of them do not even know of situations that have been
handled by maybe a few of these protectors without a full alarm even been
sounded.

Yes, believe it or not there are those who at a moment’s notice would go to
the person or persons in trouble to render assistance. | know about these times

because several years ago | was called to help secure and deliver insulin to an
elderly man who needed help and needed it right now. That was the good part,
the bad part was this was during one of the worst blizzards | was ever in. My
neighbor had just purchased a new huge snowmobile. We took it to the city
eight miles away, went to the drug store, picked up the insulin and took off into
the country to deliver our package of mercy.

There were no roads available due to the drifting of snow. No mention was
made of thisto anyone. As far as | know, there were only four people that knew
of this incident. We did not tell the news media, we did what had to be done.
Therecipient was a firefighter, the snowmobile operator was a firefighter.

There are hundreds of stories like this one done every year, most of them go
untold. Only the firefighters know sometimes they just do what is asked of
them without hesitation or regard for their safety to help someone in need. I am
proud to be a part of that group.

Incidentally, the person that we delivered the insulin to is now deceased as

the snowmobile owner/driver. They were members of the local department for many years and | am honored to have
known both of them. Some of the younger generation might look at this as a fairy tale that things like this does not

happen. Believe me when | say that this was a true incident.

Toall of my brothers and sisters, | wish each and every one of you a very pleasant summer.

Marshall Township VFD
recelves new rescue truck

The Marshall Township Volunteer Fire Department in Lawrence County, District 17B, recently received a new
rescue truck from Unruh Fire Apparatus in late June, and placed it into service on August 1st.

The new vehicle isa 2013 Ford F-550 6.7 twin-turbo Diesel with a custom rescue/combo bed. It boasts an inside-
the-cab medical equipment storage compartment, full set of extrication tools that are pre-connected via hose reel
which include a spreader, cutter, rams, struts, airbags, cribbing, and hooks and chains. The extrication equipment is
mounted onto a sliding tray in the front transverse compartment to allow the tools to be accessed from either side. It
also carries a rescue stretcher and backboard, wildland tools, full compliment of hand tools in a mounted tool
cabinet, air packs, gas analyzer, electric hotstick, oil dry, chainsaw, dash camera, cab-mounted lap top computer
with electronic mapping system, broom and scoop shovel. The truck came equipped with a PTO driven hydraulic
generator to provide 110, or 220 volt electricity that may be needed on scene, a Command Shadow light tower, two
telescoping LED scene lights, an LED driver door spotlight, a bumper-mounted Warn winch, a 300 gallon water
tank, a 25 gallon foam tank with fast foam system, and a diesel Darley water pump. The truck sports a booster line
mounted above the tank, and 150" of 1 3/4" hose in an under-the-bed sliding trunion compartment.

The total cost of the vehicle and equipment was approximately $180,000, and was paid for utilizing tax dollars
from the township’s accumulative fund which are set aside for these purposes. The new vehicle replaces a 1990
Chevrolet K3500 with Knaphiede utility bed. The new truck will be the first due vehicle to all medical calls, search
and rescue incidents, and motor vehicle accidents. The fire department wishes to thank Marshall Township Trustee
Susan Evans, the township advisory board, and the citizens of Marshall Township for their continued support of the

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Globe awards new gear to two

All of the department’s equipment is greater than 15 years old, and the main
engineis42 yearsold.

The departmentis in great need of new turnout gear. The gear they do have
has been donated by other departments and dates to at least 15 years old or
more. “My primary goal as chief is to protect my firefighters at all times,”
said Happy Jack Fire Chief John D. Stahl, explaining why he applied for the
Globe gear.

It’s cold outside! Time to fire up the heat plant

The outside temperature is falling into the twenties, the teens, and lower. Inside our home’s fires are built in
wood stoves, thermostats are turned up to “take off the chill’, or portable heating devices are used to supplement the
structures traditional heating appliance. Regardless of the heat plant used or how it is used, these devices can cause
fires.

Heating fires applies to those fires that are caused by functioning or malfunctioning central heating units, fixed
or portable local heating units, fireplaces, chimneys, and water heaters. Units use multiple types of fuels such as oil,
gas, coal, wood, etc. The U.S. Fire Administration (USFA) finds that an average of 51,000 residential heating fires
are reported each year. It also reports the peak months for heating fires are January - February. Knowing that, now is
getting close to the time for heating fires to occur.

Check the flue pipe(s) and/or chimney for cracks and/or loose connections. Note the distance between the flue
pipe / chimney and combustibles especially where there is a breach in structural components. Mentally ask yourself
if this distance is sufficient to create pyrolsis effect of area combustibles. Check the unit’s connections and controls.
Is there any sign of a leaking fuel product? An example of this may be discoloration of the floor overlay or
floorboard itself. Can you move connectors easily? Are there signs of tool marks? Observing these things should
cause you to inquire with the owner/occupant if there were any mechanical problems with the units. Note the
positions of any of the controls. Make sure that controls are in an “on” position if you suspect the heat plant is the
ignition source. The interior of the heat plant requires the same basic observations as the exterior. One additional
item to consider when examining the interior is the general “housekeeping” of the unit. Does it appear that filters are
clean and the unit has been maintained or are there signs of inadequate maintenance?

51% of heat plant fires are attributed to some form of mechanical failure; 27% are caused by improper
maintenance, and 11% is caused by combustibles stored too close to the unit. Be careful on how much examination
of the heat plant is done. Tampering too much with the unit could raise spoliation issues.

Stay safe this winter and have all heating units checked thoroughly by a licensed technician.

Be cautious and safe!!

The department
provides wildland suppression and
structural firefighting services, as
well as mutual aid to six other area
departments. While the department
did receive a grant to purchase a few
sets of structural PPE over a decade
ago, most of the personnel rely on
donated gear that is mismatched and
15-20 years old. The department
receives its budget through
fundraising events and donations,
leaving no funds available for
purchasing new gear.

“As volunteers, we already risk
our lives for very little to nothing in
return,” said Clear Creek Fire Chief
Sam Bonovich. “As a Fire Chief, it
is very hard to watch your people do
a job well and not be properly
dressed for the task at hand.”

Honoring our military

The Jackson Township Fire
Department lost the use of their fire
station and a great deal of equipment
in a 2008 flood. As a result, the
department moved to Helmsburg, IN,
in order to have better access to their
service area and be in the hub of
potential dangers. The volunteers
helped construct a new maintenance
building in the spring of 2009, and in
2010 the department received a
federal grant to build an actual
station. However, much of their
equipment still has problems
stemming from the flood, and many
items had to be omitted from the new
station due to lack of funds. The
majority of the department’s 25
firefighters respond in old gear that
does not meet current standards.

“Your support is essential to help
make the community a safer place,”
said Chief Glenn Elmore in his
application. “To have firefighters
train to fight fire but cannot go into a
structure because their gear is too old
isverysad.”

Likewise, the Woodbury Heights
Fire Department in New Jersey
suffered a devastating loss when their
station burned down in March of
2012. Believed to have been an
electrical fire, the department lost
most of their gear and one of their
firefighters was severely injured in
the fire. The department is currently
operating out of a warehouse while
they raise funds to build a new
station. With 30 firefighters and an
annual call volume of around 225, the
department is in desperate need of
gear.

The East Dixfield Fire
Department, located in a rural section
of Maine, has seen their call volume
double since 2009. Most of their
firefighters get by with old, worn-out
gear that has been donated by other
area departments. Even with the
hand-me-downs, they currently have
more firefighters than gear available.
They also struggle to find funding to
update other equipment, such as
SCBA bottles and packs, and for
training. Despite the challenges, the
firefighters remain fully committed
to their community and participate in
a great deal of community programs,
including mentoring the Western
Maine Junior Firefighter Program,
hosting and participating in an annual
American Red Cross blood drive,
holding food drives, and providing
fire safety education.

“Our department will benefit from
receiving the sets of gear because it
will help to keep our firefighters’
lives safe and will open up the
opportunity to take other measures of

safety such as increasing training,”
said Amanda Marchetti, a volunteer
firefighter with the department.

The new sets of Globe gear will
go along way in enhancing the safety
of the firefighters in all of these
departments.
